__
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(i) THE ORGANISATION, FUNCTIONS AND DUTIES

The State Election Department is a single cadre non-plan department with total staff strength of 167 posts of 20 various categories with Chief Electoral Officer, Manipur as Head of the Department. Joint Chief Electoral Officer, Manipur is the Drawing & Disbursing Officer (DDO) of CEO’s Office, Manipur. 

There are 24 branch offices where the election staff and Officers are attached/posted. The offices are the offices of Deputy Commissioners of 9 Districts and the offices of ADCs of Jiribam and Kangpokpi and SDOs/EROs of Lamphel, Patsoi, Lamsang, Wangoi, Porompat, Sawombung, Keirao Bitra, Nambol, Bishnupur, Moirang, Thoubal, Lilong and Kakching.
The Chief Electoral Officer, Manipur is the Head of the Election Department. He is appointed by the Election Commission of India from a panel of Officers furnished by the State Government. The Chief Electoral Officer is a statutory authority appointed under sec 13A of the Representation of the People Act, 1950. The Chief Electoral Officer, who is directly responsible to the Election Commission of India, has the statutory responsibility of supervising the preparation of electoral rolls and conduct of Assembly, Parliamentary and Presidential elections in the State and assisting the Delimitation Commission in the delimitation of Assembly and Parliamentary Constituencies subject to the overall control, direction and supervision of the Election Commission of India.

The Election Department, Government of Manipur and the electoral machinery in the state is headed by the Chief Electoral Officer, who is also Commissioner (Election) to the Government of Manipur. The Department is manned by the Joint Chief Electoral Officer, Election Officers, Election Supervisors and staff who are part of the administrative machinery of the State Government, but who, during their tenure in the Department, are deemed to be on deputation to the Election Commission. These officers however, do not have any statutory standing. The regular election machinery in the field mainly consists of District Election Officers, Electoral Registration Officers, Assistant Electoral Registration Officers, Returning Officers and Assistant Returning Officers, who are statutory authorities in their respective jurisdictions. Each district also has an Election Officer who looks after the Election Branch of the District Election Officer’s establishment. At the time of preparation and revision of the electoral rolls and the conduct of elections, the electoral machinery gets augmented by the induction of hundreds of staff at lower levels to perform duties as Enumerators, Supervisors, Presiding Officers of polling stations, Polling Officers, Counting Supervisors, Counting Assistants and so on.

DCs are the EROs in the 5(five) Hill Districts, Addl. Deputy Commissioner, Kangpokpi and the Sub-Divisional Officers (SDOs) in the 4(four) Valley Districts and the Addl. Deputy Commissioner, Jiribam are the EROs in the Valley Districts. There are altogether 20(twenty) EROs in Manipur State. The Sub-Divisional Officers (SDOs) in the Hill Districts and most of the Sub-Deputy Collectors (SDCs) in Valley Districts are the Assistant Electoral Registration Officers (AEROs). There are a total of 54 (fifty four) AEROs in the State. The EROs are directly responsible for correct and complete E/Rolls of A.C.s within their jurisdiction.

In Hill Districts, the Deputy Commissioners function as the District Election Officers/Electoral Registration Officers/Returning Officers for the purpose of Assembly Elections. The ADC/Jiribam and ADC/Kangpokpi are also functioning as the Electoral Registration Officers and Returning Officers for the Assembly Elections. In Valley Districts, the Deputy Commissioners function as the District Election Officers and the Sub-Divisional Officers function as Electoral Registration Officers/Returning Officers for the Assembly Elections. However, for the Parliamentary Election to the Lok Sabha, DC/Imphal West is the Returning Officer and all other DCs and ADCs Jiribam and Kangpokpi are the Assistant Returning Officers besides the Sub-Divisional Officers of all valley districts.
The main functions of the State Election Department are:

(a) Preparation of Electoral Rolls of the 60 Assembly Segments of the two Parliamentary Constituencies of the State 

(b) Preparation and issue of Electors Photo Identity Cards,

(c) Conduct of Election to the House of People and State Legislative Assemblies as well as the Presidential and Vice Presidential Elections and

(d) To assist, provide clerical and logistic support to the Delimitation Commission in the delimitation of Assembly and Parliamentary Constituencies.

(e) Appointment of statutory Officers like ROs, AROs, EROs, AEROs etc.

(f) And any other election related works assigned by the Commission from time to time.

 In all such works, the programmes and execution of the works are undertaken under the superintendence, direction and control of the Election Commission of India.

STAFF STRENGTH: 


The Chief Electoral Officer has supporting staff strength of 167 numbers including Joint CEO and Asst.CEO and another 13 Election Officers. As on 28th August, 2008, Election Department’s staff strength is as below:

Normally, one Election Officer each is posted at the office of DCs/DEOs in all districts. However, due to shortage of officers, no Election Officers are posted as on date in Imphal West, Imphal East, Bishnupur, Tamenglong, Ukhrul and Churachandpur districts. However, DCs/DEOs have been authorized to utilize the service of one experienced SDC or any other appropriate officer to look after the works of Election Officer in addition to his normal works without any extra remuneration.

(ii) THE POWERS AND DUTIES OF OFFICERS & EMPLOYEES

As mentioned at (i), the Chief Electoral Officer is the head of the electoral machinery in the state. He is appointed by the Election Commission and functions under its superintendence, direction and control. The Chief Electoral Officer is a statutory authority appointed under sec 13A of the Representation of the People Act, 1950. The Joint Chief Electoral Officer, Election Officer and staff belong to the State Government, but during their tenure in the Department, are deemed to be on deputation to the Election Commission of India. These officers however, do not have any statutory standing. The regular election machinery in the field such as District Election Officers, Electoral Registration Officers, Assistant Electoral Registration Officers, Returning Officers and Assistant Returning Officers have statutory powers in their respective jurisdictions, as per the Representation of the People Act, 1950 and 1951.

The duties of the officers and employees of the Election Department are mainly administrative in nature. They assist the Chief Electoral Officer in supervising the preparation and revision of electoral rolls, the conduct of elections to the Parliament and State Legislatures and the implementation of the EPIC and Photo Rolls Programme. They also provide clerical and logistical support to the Delimitation Commission during the Delimitation of Parliamentary and Assembly Constituencies.

(iii) PROCEDURE FOLLOWED IN THE DECISION MAKING PROCESS, INCLUDING CHANNELS OF SUPERVISION AND ACCOUNTABILITY

The electoral machinery of the state functions under the control of the Election Commission of India and is accountable to the Commission. All officers and staff mentioned at (i) and (ii), including those who have no statutory standing, are deemed to be on deputation to the Election Commission of India. Sec 13A (2) of the Representation of the People Act, 1950 and sec 20 of the Representation of the People Act, 1951 says that subject to the superintendence, direction and control of the Election Commission, the Chief Electoral Officer shall supervise the preparation, revision and correction of the electoral rolls in the state, and the conduct of all elections in the state. The Chief Electoral Officer is assisted by the Joint Chief Electoral Officer, Election Officers and staff. Further, Sec 13AA (3) of the Representation of the People Act, 1950 and sec 20A of the Representation of the People Act, 1951 says that subject to the superintendence, direction and control of the Chief Electoral Officer, the District Election Officer shall coordinate and supervise all work in the district or in the area within his jurisdiction in connection with the preparation and revision of the electoral rolls within the district, and the conduct of all the elections to Parliament and State Legislatures. The Acts further state that the District Election Officer shall also perform such other functions as may be entrusted to him by the Election Commission and the Chief Electoral Officer. Thus, the Chief Electoral Officer (and the Election Department) is under the direct supervision of the Election Commission, and the District Election Officer (and the election machinery in the district) is under the direct supervision of the Chief Electoral Officer. The Election Commission takes most of the major decisions regarding the activities of the electoral machinery. Other decisions are taken by the Chief Electoral Officer in consultation with the Commission. Decisions relating to internal administration and financial matters are taken in consultation with the existing framework of rules and regulations followed by the State Government.

(iv) NORMS FOR THE DISCHARGE OF FUNCTIONS

The norms for the discharge of the functions of the statutory authorities mentioned in the preceding paragraphs are set by the Representation of the People Act, 1950 read with the Registration of Electors Rules, 1960 and the Representation of the People Act, 1951 read with the Conduct of Elections Rules, 1961. The norms for the discharge of the functions of the non-statutory authorities are specified in the instructions of the Election Commission issued from time to time.

(vii) ARRANGEMENT THAT EXISTS FOR CONSULTATION WITH, OR REPRESENTATION BY, THE MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC IN RELATION TO THE FORMULATION OF ITS POLICY OR IMPLEMENTATION THEREOF

Immediately after the announcement of the election schedule by the Election Commission, normally a State Level Co-ordination Committee is constituted under the chairmanship of the Chief Secretary by the State Government. This Committee will normally co-ordinate, supervise and monitor all security related matters in connection with the Election. The Committee is also responsible for effective co-ordination of all activities, arrangements in connection with the smooth conduct of the election. For enforcement of Model Code of Conduct, District Level Co-ordination Committee under the chairmanship of Deputy Commissioner/DEO is also constituted. 

A Committee comprising of Chief Electoral Officer as Chairman and DC/DEO, Imphal West [(RO for No.-1-Inner Manipur Parliamentary Constituency)] and Station Director, All India Radio, Imphal as Members is also normally constituted to receive and dispose of applications for clearance of advertisements to be telecast on television channel and cable network by the political parties, candidates and others following announcement of election schedule by Election Commission.    

During each revision of Electoral Rolls, Chief electoral Officer convenes a meeting of representatives of all political parties functioning in the State and discussed various issues relating to the revision process. Press releases are issued for every important programmes of Election Commission to ensure that all vital information is conveyed to the general public. During conduct of elections and revision of Electoral Rolls, Control Rooms and Help desks are set up both at the State Level and at the District and Sub-Divisional level to help the general public. Press briefings by the Chief Electoral Officer are also made from time to time during the run-up to the conduct of elections and doubts/queries of public are cleared at such briefings thereby ensuring a transparency in the system in smooth conduct of free and fair elections.

(viii) BOARDS, COUNCILS, COMMITTEES & OTHER BODIES CONSTITUTED FOR THE PURPOSE OF ITS ADVICE

The Election Department functions under the superintendence, direction and control of the Election Commission, a permanent constitutional body created by Art 324 of the Constitution, with a separate secretariat of its own at Nirvachan Sadan, Ashoka Road, New Delhi. The Commission was initially a single-member body consisting of only the Chief Election Commissioner but was subsequently made a multi-member body by the President of India, in exercise of the powers under Art 324 (2) of the Constitution. The Election Commission is now functioning, since 1st October, 1993 as a three-member body comprising the Chief Election Commissioner and two Election Commissioners.
